After a short PTT business meeting in the church sanctuary, parents will have the opportunity to visit classrooms 
to meet teachers and receive more information about their child’s class(es).  

Early Morning Arrivals 
Please remember that the school campus opens at 7:15am (...unless your child is signed up for Before School Day Care.) 

Our Before School Care (BSC) runs from 6:30am until 7:15am. If your child is not signed up for BSC and is dropped 
off at school before the 7:15am bell, he/she will be signed into the Before School Care Room and you will be 
charged for BSC. If you need BSC on a daily basis and have not signed up for it, please contact the school office to 
make the necessary arrangements. 

In the past, some parents have dropped their children off before 7:15am and had them “hide out” on campus 
until the 7:15am bell. Please do not do this! We want to make sure that all of our students are safe and well su-
pervised. Any students on campus prior to the 7:15am bell MUST be in BSC.  

Preschool Parking 

The parking lot behind the church is reserved for PRESCHOOL PARENTS ONLY, as these parents are required to 
escort their children to the preschool classroom. If there is need to park and leave your car, please park in a 
marked parking stall or proceed to the back playground parking area.  Please do not DOUBLE PARK! Thank you! 

Back Playground Parking 
If you are planning to park on the back playground in the morning, please keep in mind that the elementary students 

have P.E. class at 8:00am on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays. The back playground needs to be cleared and the gate 
closed by 8am on those days.  Also, for the safety of our students, if your vehicle tends to leak any fluids (oil, anti-freeze, etc.), 
we ask that you do not park on the basketball court. Mahalo! 

Morning Drop-Off and Afternoon Pick-Up 
      All students may be dropped off in the morning in the front parking lot. However, if there is a need to park and leave 

your car, we ask that you park in a parking stall or park in the back playground lot. If you park in the front lot, please do not 
double park or park in front of the dumpster.  

Please respect our neighbors!  Do not to block any of our neighbors’ driveways, mailboxes or garbage dumpsters. Also, 
please remember that the street behind the school is a two-way street!  

At dismissal time, the front parking lot is used as a “drive-through”. Please do not get in line and then leave your car 
unattended! Students in Grades 3-8 (along with their younger siblings and carpool riders) are dismissed to the front grassy area 
and are to be picked up from there.
